Cell Interconnection 

Major problem in cellular arrangement Metropolitan Area Network (MAN) is in constructing the trunk backbone for linking the cells especially in remote areas. Actually, we have many options to do it, such as,

· Uses channel 13 as Point-to-Point (P2P) backbone trunk, while use channel 1, 5 and 9 for user access Point-to-Multi-Point (P2MP) links.

· Uses IEEE 802.11a equipment running on 5.8GHz band.

· Uses ADSL or other DSL families via two-wire cable.

· Uses VSAT for longer distances.
