An exec from TeleChoice,

the consulting firm that’s gotten attention for saying it’s not fair to

call it a glut: “The bottom line isn’t that there’s too much fiber, the

problem is that there are too many companies that put that fiber into the

ground. It was a fundamental capital market mistake. I don’t know of any

other time when capital markets have funded more than three (players) in

any given utility market. It’s just dumb... Denver to Chicago has 800

fibers. That’s about the right number (for long-term future needs). The

problem is that probably eight companies built those 800 fibers. There

should have been only two or three.” The article’s worth catching for

different takes on what happened and what hope there is for the industry

going forward.
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
