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This paper presents a brief overview of the current Information and Communication Technology (ICT) development in Brunei Darussalam in the new millennium.  It provides a brief background of the country followed by the establishment of Brunei Darussalam Information Technology (BIT) Council and the respective committees to drive the National Information Technology Strategic Plan (IT2000 and Beyond).  The plan is further supported by the fund of at least B$1 billion under the development allocation pledged in the 8th National Development Plan 2001-2005 for the implementation of IT related programmes and projects. 

It focuses on the private sector ICT initiatives stipulated in the e-business strategic framework report and the importance of integration and coordination among the public and the private sectors in Brunei Darussalam.
