In the financial report, there are four items that have the variances:

· CAPITAL EQUIPMENT: Canon BJC Printer. In the proposal, I didn’t include this item. But I found that a color printer was needed for CD-ROM dissemination.

· INTERNATIONAL TRAVEL: Previously, I never though that this project will be so successful that then give me some opportunities to present this project on some international events. With the approval from Ms Maria, I added two of three international travels into this project expenses.

· SALARIES: System Engineer. Because of variety of IndonesiaDLN communities, in the future GDL will not only be used for electronic theses and dissertation. We need to improve the GDL into GDL-4.0 Engine to support other contents. I add two programmers that will work on November 2001 until March 2002.

· RESEARCH EXPENSES: Local travel for PL. During this reporting period, the Project Leader had many local travels for the IndonesiaDLN socialization. It is estimated that for the rest of the project, he need 7 times more local travel.
